Catechetical nature of the iconographic programme devised by the Benedictine theologian Vincenzo Borghini and carried out by the artists Giorgio Vasari and Federico Zuccari in the dome of S. Maria del Fiore. What relation could this  programme bear with catechetical tradition and the catechesis of the time?


Catechetical purpose of the pictorial programme: adapting iconographic representation to an already trained Christian mentality, so that each one could “delight” in recognizing in the pictures those truths already apprehended and acquired.

2.
The relation that the pictorial programme bears with the catechetical praxis of the time, as attested by catechetical texts.

3.
Under the dome, we will be able to realize the pictorial programme’s execution. It will be possible to experience de visu the complexity and, in some cases, the difficulty to identify and recognize the catechetical-theological language of the septenary: vices, gifts, virtues, beatitudes, saints and angels.

4.
In conclusion, the complex message of the iconographic programme accomplished by Vasari and Zuccari presents the features of a popular and narrative catechesis.
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
